L)Hook:

D You Are Transparent (Object Lesson). ﬂ ” Items needed: 3-4 cups of flour, 1 tablespoon
rice, fine mesh strainer or sifter (small enough for rice not to pass through), large bowl. Prior to
class, mix flour and rice together into a large mixing bowl so that the rice is not noticeable. The
object is to show that, while we might appear flawless on the outside, God sees through us like a
strainer. He sifts through our outward appearance and sees directly into our hearts and thoughts.
Once revealed, if we repent of our sins, God casts our sins aside as though they never happened
and cleanses us.

Ask the students if other people, their friends, teachers, parents, or siblings can tell what is truly
inside their hearts. Discuss how they might have a good idea of what is in their own heart, but can
others see what is inside them unless they reveal their hearts to them? Explain to the students that
the Bible makes it very clear that God can see right through us. He knows our every thought and
action even before we think of them. God knows all things, so when we sin, if we truly repent and
ask His forgiveness, He can change our attitudes and hearts. Christ came to take our punishment
for us. Tell the students that in the Bible Adventure today, they will learn about a man after God’s
own heart and what he did when his heart was revealed (2 Samuel 12:13, 1 John 1:9, Psalm 51:10).

As you talk to the students about God’s knowing all about us, slowly pour the flour/rice mixture into
the strainer over a bowl. Slowly sift while talking about God’s seeing right through us. After
revealing the rice, pour it into your hand (1 John 1:9) and throw the rice into the trash to show how
God discards our repentant sins.

D What is Confession, Forgiveness, and Repentance? (Discussion).” Ask the students what
confession and repentance are. Then explain that confession is agreeing with God about specific
ways we have sinned. It is done with a heart attitude of sorrow and a desire not to do it again.
Likewise, repentance means turning away from our sin and humbly following the Lord. These things
cannot be done properly unless God helps us. They will learn how God confronted David through
Nathan the prophet and how David had genuine repentance. Once we have repented, God forgives
us (1 John 1:9, Acts 2:38).
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D You Cannot Hide from God (Object Lesson). ” ” Here are two ways to illustrate that you
cannot hide your sin from God.

1. Get two or three ping-pong balls and a large bucket of water. You could even bring in a child’s
pool. Have the students push the balls under water and see if they can get them to stay. Of
course, they can’'t. Explain that it is the same way with God. No matter what, we cannot hide our
sin from God.

2. Bring in an empty bucket and a bucket filled half-way with dry sand. Put an inch of sand in the
empty bucket in front of the students. Then drop a ping-pong ball in and pour enough sand in to
fully cover the ball. Don’t put in too much. Next, pick up the bucket and lightly shake it. As the
sand moves, the ball will rise to the top. Explain to the students that, in today’s lesson, they will
see that David committed a sin and tried to hide it with another sin. He, like us, could not hide his
sin from God.

D Heaviness of Guilt (Demonstration). N ” Ask the students if they can remember a time when
they felt guilty. Sin brings on a feeling of guilt or shame. Have them describe this feeling. Explain
that it's that “UH-OH” feeling when you know you have done something wrong. Guilt has a
heaviness to it, and if you go for very long without confessing your sin, it seems to get heavier and
heavier. Demonstrate this by bringing in a backpack and adding more and more items to it to make
it heavier. Label each item with a sin, and talk about them as you add them to the backpack. Ask a
student to walk around the room with this heavy pack on as if they were carrying these burdens
through their lives. Explain that when we confess our sins and genuinely repent, Christ lifts the guilt
from us. Remove the items from the backpack and demonstrate how much lighter the load is to
carry. Tell the students that we need to keep short accounts with God, confessing all our sin before
Him. Although the heaviness of guilt is lifted, we often still carry the consequences of our sin for the
rest of our lives. Explain to the students that this morning they will learn of the magnitude of God's
forgiveness as they see how King David fell into temptation and suffered the consequences.

Presentation ldeas -

D The Weight of Sin (Object Lesson/Demonstration). d ” Ask a student to come forward and
stretch his arms out straight from his sides. Put a beanbag labeled "sins" on top of each hand. See
how long he can stand there holding up those "sins." Discuss with the students how the heaviness
of guilt brought on by our sin can be lifted through Christ if we confess and repent of our sins.

D Balloon with Baking Soda and Vinegar (Object Lesson). ﬂ ” For this object lesson you will
need a tarp, two un-inflated balloons, a plastic tub, a medicine dropper, baking soda, and vinegar.
Before class, fill a balloon with a couple of teaspoons of baking soda. At the beginning of the class,
have the students gather around the tub and then hold up the balloon. Tell them that it is filled with
baking soda and that the baking soda represents David’s sin. Explain that right now it is hidden
inside the balloon. Next, take the medicine dropper and fill it with vinegar. Squirt the vinegar into
the balloon and quickly tie it. Set the balloon in the bottom of the tub and watch what happens. Use
caution! Stand back! The vinegar is like David’s cover-up plan for his sin. It did nothing but create a
greater sin before God. Tell the students to listen to see what happens in today’s lesson.

Bible Adventure for K — 2" Grades —

Have you ever done something naughty and then tried to cover it up so your parents wouldn’t find out?
Wasn't it a sick feeling knowing that at any time they could discover your sin? All you could do was sit

and imagine what kind of punishment you were going to receive. You hoped they would never find out,
but somehow you were certain they would. In today’s story, we find King David in a similar situation.

One spring, after David had been king for several years, he sent his armies to battle against the
Ammonites. David remained back in his palace in Jerusalem. While David was taking a walk on the
palace roof one evening, he noticed a very beautiful woman down in the city below. Instead of turning
away, David continued to watch her, allowing sin to enter his heart. He immediately sent someone to find
out about her. The messenger reported that her name was Bathsheba, the wife of Uriah, one of the
mighty men in David’'s army. He sent for Bathsheba and committed adultery. This means that David
acted like Bathsheba was his wife instead of Uriah’s. Bathsheba became pregnant as a result. David
knew he had sinned and decided to cover it up. He came up with a plan to have Uriah killed. He would
make it look like he “accidentally” got killed in battle. Uriah was sent to the very worst part of the fighting
and there he died. David again sent for Bathsheba, and they were married.

Several months later, Nathan the prophet came to David with a message from God. He told David the
story of a man who was very rich and had many sheep. A guest was coming to his home, and the man
didn’t want to kill any of his own sheep for the meal. He had a poor neighbor with only one sheep that he
loved as a pet. The rich man stole his poor neighbor's only sheep and killed it for dinner. When he heard
this, King David was furious! He declared that the rich man should be killed and the poor man should get
four sheep in return. Nathan then looked straight into David's eyes and said, “You are the man!” David
knew immediately what Nathan meant. He knew that taking Bathsheba from Uriah was wrong and he
had not hidden his sin from God.

According to the Old Testament, David should have been killed for committing adultery with Bathsheba
and murdering Uriah. He had done great evil in God’s sight. David knew this, as well as Nathan. When
David realized that his sin had finally caught up with him, he did not try to hide it any longer. He finally
gave up and admitted his own sin. But God did not take his life even though he deserved to die. Instead,
the Lord forgave him and Nathan said, “The LORD has taken away your sin. You are not going to die.”
But David still had to live with the consequences of his sin. The son he had with Bathsheba died and
David’s family was never the same again. The result of his sin would follow him for the rest of his life.

Have you ever heard of the book of Psalms in the Bible? David wrote two different poems in this book
about this time in his life. He declared that trying to hide his sin from God was awful, but when he
confessed his sin, God gave him great relief and freedom.

This episode in David’s life reminds us of how great our God is! He is willing to forgive us when we don't
deserve it at all. No matter how great our sin is, if we pray to God and ask for forgiveness, He will make
us clean. Don't be like David and try to hide your sin. It won’'t work! God sees and knows everything we
do. When you sin, run to God and confess it immediately to Him. Then do what is right. God is a gentle
and loving Father who is eager to forgive even the worst sins of His children.

Bible Adventure for 3" — 6" Grades —

Things were going well for King David, and God was using him in a powerful way. The Philistines, who
had long been Israel’'s enemies, were finally restrained and were not as big of a problem as they once
had been. David and his army also defeated the Moabites, the Arameans, and the Ammonites. God’s
promises to David were coming true as He established David’s throne and kingdom.

One spring, at the time when the nations went out to battle, David sent his army out under the command
of his general Joab, but he himself stayed behind in Jerusalem. While they were gone, David got up from
his bed one night and walked around on the roof of his house. From there, he could see all the homes
around his palace, and as he looked, he saw a woman bathing in her home. Instead of turning away,
David continued to watch her, allowing sin to enter his heart. David found out that the woman’s name
was Bathsheba, and he sent messengers to bring her to him. He fell deeper into sin by committing
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adultery with this woman, who was the wife of one of his mighty men, Uriah. Then Bathsheba became
pregnant, and when she told David, he began to look for a way to cover up his sin. In Israel at that time,
a man or woman found guilty of adultery would be killed as punishment.

David sent a message to Joab that he should have Uriah return home. When Uriah arrived in Jerusalem,
David kept trying to get him to go back home to Bathsheba. If Uriah did this, and he and Bathsheba lived
together as man and wife, then it would be thought that Uriah was the father of Bathsheba’s baby. But
Uriah was a brave soldier and he refused to go home when everyone else in David’s army was in the
middle of a battle. David’s plan to cover up his sin had failed. In his frustration and panic, David came up
with another plan—a horrible plan to get rid of Uriah.

He wrote a letter to Joab and sent it to him with Uriah, who was returning to the battle. In the letter, David
ordered Joab to put Uriah on the front battle lines, where he would likely be killed. To make certain that
Uriah did not survive, David told Joab to wait until the fiercest part of the battle, then have all the soldiers
retreat, leaving Uriah defenseless. What a wicked plan! Joab did as David commanded, and Uriah the
Hittite died in battle. The news reached David, and after Bathsheba mourned for her husband (probably
only seven days), David took her and married her. Now that Bathsheba was his wife, David could claim
that the baby was a product of their marriage. He thought that he had managed to cover up his sin, but

1 Samuel 11:27 says, “The thing David had done displeased the LORD.” There is no fooling God, who
sees everything and can even tell the thoughts of our hearts. He was watching David, and no matter how
hard David tried to escape the consequences of what he had done, he found out he could not.

Almost a whole year passed before God sent His prophet Nathan to confront David about his wickedness.
When Nathan came to the king, he told him a story about two men in a city. One of the men was very
rich with lots of possessions, flocks, and herds. The other man was poor and had only one little lamb.
The poor man and his family loved the lamb and it became like one of the family. One day a traveler
came to visit the rich man. Instead of taking one of his many sheep to prepare for his guest, the rich man
went and stole the poor man’s one precious lamb.

When David heard this story, he became very angry and said, “As surely as the LORD lives, the man who
did this deserves to die! He must pay for that lamb four times over because he did such a thing and had
no pity.” Nathan then scolded David and said, “You are the man!” David had all the riches and position
that God had given him, and the success that God had blessed him with, and yet he despised God and
took from Uriah the only thing he had—his wife. And if that weren’t enough, he took Uriah’s life as well.

According to the Old Testament, David should have died for his part in adultery and murder. David knew
this and Nathan did too. God was merciful to David, but there would be consequences for his sin. The
results of the sin would be seen in his own family for years to come. David realized that he could no
longer try to cover up his sin and admitted what he had done. But God did not take David’s life, even
though he deserved to die. Instead, Nathan told him, “The LORD has taken away your sin. You are not
going to die.” As a result of his sin, the son born to David and Bathsheba died, and his other sons fought
for power, even to the point of murder, to get what they wanted.

In spite of this, God’s mercy toward David was seen in His treatment of him. Instead of death, David
received forgiveness for his wickedness. David wrote two psalms that told about this part of his life. You
can find them in your Bible. The first was Psalm 32 in which David tells about trying to run from the LORD.
Instead of admitting his sin to God, he tried to cover it up. He was miserable as the weight of his guilt lay
on him day after day. When David finally confessed his sin, he wrote, “Blessed is he whose
transgressions are forgiven, whose sins are covered” (Psalm 32:1). A true child of God knows how
foolish it is to try to hide his sin from God. God sees everything we think, do and say. When David
realized that his sin could not stay hidden, he was honest with God and found joy in God’s forgiveness.
God wants us to follow David’'s example and run to Him when we have sinned. When we confess and
turn from the wrong with a heart that wants to make it right, we will find a loving heavenly Father who
longs to forgive us and enjoy a right relationship with us once more.

The second psalm David wrote, Psalm 51, is a prayer asking the LorD for His forgiveness. We can see
in David’s prayer the heart of a man who is truly grieved by his sin and ready to turn from it and receive
God’s cleansing. In verse 10 David writes, “Create in me a pure heart, O God, and renew a steadfast
spirit within me.” The wonder is that God answered David’s prayer. Only the God of the universe could
take a man’s heart, crushed with sorrow over the wrong he had done, and give him a clean heart and the
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power to go on serving Him! This portion of David’s life is an awesome illustration to us of God'’s great
forgiveness for our great sins! No matter how badly we have sinned against Him, God’s mercy and grace
are far greater!

It might be easy for us to read the story of David and think, “I've never murdered anyone and I'll never
commit adultery. I'll never sin as badly as David did.” Jesus had something to say about an attitude like
that. He taught in Matthew 5 that if we are angry with someone, we will be judged the same as someone
who commits murder. He also taught that if a man even looks at a woman with sinful thoughts in his
heart, he is just as guilty as a man who commits adultery. God doesn't look at the degree of our sin.
Jesus said that if we break even a small part of God’s law, we are guilty of breaking the whole thing. That
makes us all the same, doesn'tit? None of us deserves anything from God but His righteous judgment
and wrath because we are equally guilty before Him. Yet, because of Jesus’ work on the cross, the LORD
has forgiven us all our sins and has washed us white as snow! This marvelous truth should awaken the
greatest joy in us and give us a desire to obey Him with all our hearts and do what pleases Him.

Aim Questions:

1. What sins did David commit against the Lord? Which commandments were these? Adultery
(7™ and murder (6™).

2. How did David try to cover up his sins? He tried to get Uriah to (sleep) with Bathsheba and then
had him killed; David immediately married Bathsheba.

3. Retell the parable that Nathan told David that illustrated David’s sin against Uriah.

4. What should have happened to David for his sins? He should have been put to death.

5. What does this narrative tell you about what God thinks of sin?

Look:

D Get Close to God (Game).ﬂ Use 2SM03.GF6, game markers, and die for this game. Give each
student his or her own game board and die or group three to four students together with one game
board and die. Each time a student rolls the die, he moves according to the directions on the game
board. The object of the game is to get as close to God as possible on the road of life. Option:
Copy the game board onto butcher paper for a larger version or mark out spaces on the floor and
use giant dice to play the game with teams.

D Confession or Repentance (Worksheet). ” ” Give each student a 2SM03.GF7. Go over each
guestion and the correct answer as a group to make sure that the students have the right answers.
Challenge them to be sure that they are not only confessing their sin to God but also repenting.
Emphasize the importance of doing both.

D Run to the Lord (Game/Activity).v" Sometimes when we do something we know is wrong, our
guilt causes us to want to hide it. Sometimes we can hide our sin from others, but we can never
hide it from God. The Lord wants His children to run to Him, confessing all sin and showing genuine
repentance. Set up hiding places for the students in the room. Large boxes work well, as do sheets
to cover the tables. The teacher covers his or her eyes and asks the students to hide, then gives
them a minute to find a place to hide. The teacher can walk around or stay in one place, talking
about how we feel when we sin and sometimes want to hide. Continue until, all of a sudden, the
teacher cries out, "Run to the Lord!" At that instant, all the students run as fast as they can to a pre-
determined spot in the room and shout, "Confess and repent!" The first one there takes a turn at
being the one who calls out "Run to the Lord!"

D Word Search (Word Search).ﬂ, ” Give the students a copy of 2SM03.GF8 Pg. 1 and have

them find the words. You may have the students in teams, have a race, etc. Explain any words that
they don’'t know. Answer Key: 2SM03.GF8 Pg. 2.
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D Hidden Sin Diorama (Object Lesson/Discussion). d Materials needed: a cardboard file box (cut
a hole in the end of the box so that it looks like a TV screen or picture frame), three hanging file
folders (cut in two across the bottom fold), and pictures from 2SM03.GF9 Pgs. 1-6 (pre-colored and
glued to each folder half). Have the students sit on the floor. Set the box on a table where the
students can see. Place 2SM03.GF9 Pg. 1 at the front of the box. Read the scenario listed below
for picture #1. Ask the students what they think the consequence will be. Push this picture to the
back of the box and place 2SM03.GF9 Pg. 2 at the front. Read the next scenario for picture #2.
Push this picture back to about 4 inches in front of the first picture. Place the next picture at the
front. Continue on with the other pictures, reading the corresponding scenarios and asking the
students what their thoughts are regarding each picture. Ask them if the child in the picture fooled
others and if the sin was hidden completely. Tell the students that although it may appear that a sin
is hidden and nobody will ever find out, someone does know everything! Explain that every wrong
ever committed is known by God. He not only sees the first sin but also the sin of hiding a wrong.
Have the students come up and look in the top of the box where they can see the pictures of the
wrong deeds as well as the “cover ups.”

Picture #1:  Mike plays with his dad's tools even though he is not allowed to.

Picture #2:  Later, as Mike does his chores, he is pleased with the fun time he had playing with the
tools. He put them back so carefully that his dad didn't even notice.

Picture #3:  Josh's mom says that he can't have a cookie until after dinner. Josh takes some
anyway, being careful to be quiet when replacing the lid and not leaving any crumbs.

Picture #4:  After dinner, Josh's mom gives him a cookie and lets him watch his favorite TV show.

Picture #5:  Sally cheats at the game she is playing with Billy.

Picture #6:  Sally enjoys Billy's compliments that she is such a good checkers player. She doesn't
let on that she won by cheating.

D Sin Separates (Craft). ﬂ ” Each student will need:

2SMO03.GF10 Pg. 1 copied onto white cardstock

a circle from 2SM03.GF10 Pg. 2 copied onto red or pink cardstock

1 short stir stick

small brad
Have the students cut out their circles where indicated and glue their stir sticks along the lines
shown. Next, have them push the brads through the circles and the hearts through the “X’s.” This
craft illustrates the separation from God represented by the stir stick when sin has not been
confessed and repented.

Students may work on them in class and complete
them during the week at home, 2SM03.GF14.

“2 Took:

D Penalty of Sin (Discussion). ” ” First ask the students for examples of consequences for
being caught doing something wrong. After a short discussion, ask them if they know of a situation
when someone did something wrong and nobody found out about it. Ask if there are consequences
when a person isn’'t caught. Bring out the idea that sometimes it seems that there’s no consequence
because nobody found out their sin, such as a person who “got away” with a wrong. But God knows
their sin, and there is a great consequence--a barrier of sin is now between them and God. Without
asking for forgiveness and turning away from that sin and turning to obedience to God, they are
separated from Him and His blessing. Explain that the earthly discipline we receive can be
uncomfortable but it is small in comparison to the spiritual consequences of unconfessed or
unrepentant sin that leads to eternal separation from God and eternal torment in hell.

D Pure Heart (Craft). " Each student will need:
2 contrasting sheets of construction paper — one colored, one white
2SMO03.GF15 Pg. 1 instruction sheet
1 verse label from 2SM03.GF15 Pg. 2
scissors
glue
Explain to the students that our hearts must be pure before God. Because Christ died for all of our
sins in the past, present, and future, we can experience His forgiveness through confession and
genuine repentance. Have the students assemble the craft as shown on the instruction sheet and
encourage them to keep short accounts with God this coming week.

D Can’t Cover Your Sin (Object Lesson/Craft). ” ” Each student will need:

2 hearts the exact same size cut from black construction paper

1 smaller heart cut from white construction paper

2 pieces of Saran wrap to cover both sides of the hearts

markers
You will need to have an iron, a surface to iron on, and a cloth. Have the students place the white
heart between the two black hearts. Next, have them place the hearts on one piece of Saran wrap
and cover them with the remaining piece. Have a teacher or helper melt the Saran wrap with an iron
by covering them with a cloth. After this is accomplished, have the students try to “cover” their sin,
which is represented by the black heart, by coloring on the Saran-wrapped heart with a marker. Talk
about how King David tried to cover his sin by committing murder and marrying Bathsheba.
Nevertheless, God knew that he had sinned and revealed it through Nathan the prophet. Remind
the students that the only way that David could be cleansed from his sin was by confessing it to God
and repenting. At this point, pull the two black hearts apart and take out the white heart. Explain to
them that God forgave David of his sin and gave him a clean heart. God will do the same for us
when we ask Him to forgive us.

D God's Forgiveness Produces Obedience (Take-Home Sheet). ﬂ u Have the students read
the verses about sin and forgiveness on 2SM03.GF16. Ask them what their attitude is toward sin.
Why should God'’s forgiveness produce joyful obedience instead of more sin? In each case, have
the students read the verses and "S.M.A.C." the Scripture, using the following questions: 1. What
does it Say? 2. What does it Mean? 3. How does it Apply? 4. How should my life Change?

One way to show honor is by giving a gift.
The wise men gave gifts to the Christ child as
a sign of honor. This is a game we played
back in the study of 1st Samuel. This would
be a perfect week to play it again.

Activity: Pull out one small box or gift bag for
each member of your family. Each person will
write down on a piece of paper specific ways
this week they want to show God honor (see
the front page for ways we can honor God).

What Child is this
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/Daily Bible Reading: This week you may want to read
selected portions of the Christmas story for your daily bible
reading. The coming Bible School lesson is going to come out of
Matthew chapters one and two.

The opening verse of Matthew says, “A record of the
genealogy of Jesus Christ the son of David, the son of
Abraham.” The “record of the genealogy” meant “an
account of the life of Jesus Christ.” The book of Matthew is
not a book about Jesus’ family tree but of the life, death, and
resurrection of the promised King. The first eighteen verses
are, however, alist of important descendants who prove that
Jesus is in the right line to be considered a proper king of
Israel. Also important is the promise made to Abraham in
Genesis 12:3 in which the whole world would be blessed
through one of his offspring. Jesus was to be a king who
fulfilled two great promises.

The time had indeed come. Rome was ruling the known
world and Israel was occupied by a Roman king. The King
came from an unlikely place in unlikely circumstances.
Joseph, a descendant of David, was living in Nazareth. He
was legally engaged to a woman named Mary. Somehow
Mary became pregnant, and Joseph knew that the baby
wasn’t his. So he decided to quietly break off the legal
engagement. Before he went through with it, however, an
angel came and said in Matthew 1:20, “Joseph son of David,
do not be afraid to take Mary home as your wife, because
what is conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit.” He called
Joseph “son of David,” which referred to him as being in the
royal line. Jesus then, not being the biological son of
Joseph, was his legal son and therefore worthy to be a king.

Jesus was not going to be an ordinary king. In Matthew 1:21, the
angel said of Mary, “She will give birth to a son, and you are to
give Him the name Jesus, because He will save His people from
their sins.” This was not going to be just a political king but a
Savior as well. This was not going to be any ordinary king.

6sus was the promised Messiah. He was from the line of David
and came to earth to bring about a new kingdom. He was no
ordinary king. He came from a humble family and was forced into
exile when He was a toddler. His kingdom wasn’'t merely political
but spiritual. He fulfilled a promise to Abraham and David. His
death and resurrection would pay the penalty for our sins and
establish Him as the King of the universe. He will come back to
rule the earth and finish the promise that He started.

Application

Worship the King of heaven and earth. Just as the Magi
bowed down to worship, we need to give humble praise and
worship to God. This is done through our words, our gifts, our
actions, and our attitudes.

Trust the promises of God. The promise to Abraham took
nearly 2,000 years to fulfill. We know that God will work things out
in His timing. Jesus came to save us from our sin. We can be
assured that He will come back to fulfill His promises and rule over
all the earth.
